 Cherisse started back to college and is now attending the University of Houston.   

 Karen Janeice has, after 18 years, found a neurologist who is taking the time to diagnose 

the cause of the seizures and map out a treatment plan.  On a Sunday morning soon after 

we moved here, in a God-arranged meeting, Cherisse and Karen ran into a high school 

classmate of Cherisse’s.  In high school, this friend had to undergo emergency brain surgery 

to remove a tumor.   She is now a resident in the pediatric neurology program at the 

University of Texas School of Medicine in Houston.  After reviewing her symptoms, she felt 

that Karen has “intractable epilepsy” and encouraged Karen to see another neurologist.  She 

also told Karen about the Epilepsy Monitoring Unit at Memorial Hermann Hospital. Karen 

Janeice does not have insurance so no one was sure how this would work but God had a 

plan.  With our friend’s help, Karen was in the Epilepsy Monitoring Unit on Oct 20th.  She 

spent the next 5 days there, with constant, intensive testing and doctors who took the time 

to find the damaged area in her brain. It is indeed in the left frontal lobe. The doctors need 

to do more procedures to see if it is possible to remove the area of the brain that is causing 

the seizures.  Thank you for continuing to pray with us for grace and wisdom as we pursue 

her treatment.  As you may remember her seizures started as a direct result of contacting 

malaria and typhoid in Ghana in 1990.
